Who is alive? 
Jesus is alive!

WHAT YOU NEED: link to today’s lesson

ACTIVITY:  WALK THE PATH 
WHAT YOU NEED: Stuffed animals, toy cars, 
dolls, toy animals, Little People figures, or 
yourselves  
 

WHAT YOU DO: Place items on a table 
or the floor. Have your kids walk the figures down 
a path. Line yourselves up and walk down a 
pretend path.  
 

WHAT YOU SAY: “Let’s line up our toys. You can 
walk the people, drive the cars, or make the 
animals run down the path. Let’s stand in a line 
and walk our own path.”  (Do activity) “Way to go. 
That was so fun! All our items are down the path!  
 

Today is called Palm Sunday! Jesus walked through 
town while people cheered and waved palm 
branches and shouted, ‘Hosanna, Hosanna, yay, 
Jesus!’ They were all celebrating Jesus!” 
 

ACTIVITY: HOSANNA ROCK  
WHAT YOU NEED: Device to play Hosanna 
Rock by Yancy using Spotify (DCC PreK Kids), 
or favorite worship song.  
 
WHAT YOU SAY: “Let’s wave our hands in the air, 
like palm branches, while we sing and dance to this 
song. When the music stops, I want you to freeze.

ACTIVITY:  STORY RETELL 
“Our Bible story today was about the very first 
Palm Sunday. People got so excited when they 
heard Jesus was coming that they quickly cut 
some palm branches from trees and began 
waving them in the air! Some people took off 
their coats and spread them on the road for 
Jesus to walk on. Everyone wanted to 
celebrate Jesus because He is so special!”  
“We still celebrate how special Jesus is 
because Jesus is alive! Tell me: Who is alive?”  
Family all together: “Jesus is alive!”  
 

MEMORY VERSE: (Use the pictures below 
for motions.) “Jesus wants us to remember 
that He is alive, forever!”  
 

PRAYER: “Dear God, we are so excited that 
Jesus is alive and that we can celebrate Him, 
just like they did a long time ago on that very 
first Palm Sunday. Thank You for sending Jesus 
to be our friend forever. Help us remember 
that we can say, ‘Hosanna! Hosanna! Yay, 
Jesus!’ every day! We love You, God. In Jesus’ 
name, amen.”  
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
