ACTIVITY:  STORY RETELL 
“Our Bible story today was about how God 
made (list family members). God made you, He 
made every part of you. He made your brain to 
think, your legs to run and play, your mouth to eat 
yummy food, and your arms to hug those you 
love. He loves you very much. That’s why, when I 
ask you, ‘who loves you?’, I want you to say, ‘God 
loves me!”  
 

Tell me: “Who loves you?”  
Family all together: “God loves me!”  
“He sure does! God loves you SO much, nothing 
at all can ever separate you from His love. And the 
Bible verse we are learning will help us remember 
that!”  
 

MEMORY VERSE: (Use the pictures below 
for motions.) “That means God will never, ever, 
ever, stop loving you! That is the BEST news! 
Let’s say that one more time together with the 
motions. I don’t want us to ever forget it!”  
 

PRAYER: “Heavenly Father, You are a BIG and 
awesome God! You did a wonderful thing when 
you made (say each family member’s name). We 
know that You love us because You made us 
special.
