ACTIVITY: STORY RETELL

“Qur true Bible story today, was about God's
Son, Jesus. We learned how baby Jesus was
born, and how He grew up to do amazing
things that only He can do. People who saw
Jesus do these amazing things, like walk on
water and heal sick people, wrote down what
they saw. Their stories are in the Bible. Now,
we can read about what people saw Jesus do,
and we can believe in Jesus! That's why when |
ask you, "Who can believe in Jesus?’, | want
you to say, ‘l can believe in Jesus.’ Ready?
Tell me: “Who can believe in Jesus?”

Family all together: “I can believe in Jesus!”

MEMORY VERSE: “The Bible verse we are
learning even says that the stories in the Bible
are written so that we can believe in Jesus.
Let's say the verse together.” (Use the pictures
below for verse and motions.) “That means the
people wrote down what they saw Jesus do so
that we can believe in Jesus, too! Wow!

PRAYER: “Dear God, Jesus did so many
amazing things that only He can do. Thank
You for all of the people who wrote down what
they saw Jesus do so that we can read about it
and believe in Jesus, too. | pray we will all read
the Bible, and believe in your Son, Jesus. We
love You, God.
